CONTEST RULES
The rules of the contest are simple. All work must be original! Only one entry per student will be accepted. Written submissions must be 1000 words or less. Artistic submissions must be completed on white paper (11”x17” as a maximum size). All entries must be accompanied by an entry form, which has been signed by the student’s parent/guardian for students under 18 years of age.

Please have students retain a copy of their work, as originals will not be returned once submitted. 

Entries will be evaluated based on the following criteria:

· originality and creativity;

· insight and knowledge of the United Nations; and,

· quality of communication – persuasive writing skills and/or artistic expression.
